Communication

Post-Dental implant Care

Familiarize yourself with the post-dental implant care instructions our team will provide. Understanding
how to care for the dental implant site properly will aid in the healing process.

As with any surgical procedure, a period of rest and recovery will be necessary to help aid the healing
process. Some patients elect to take the rest of the day off or the next day as well. Please allow your
body to heal afterwards and allow yourself the necessary time to recover. We are happy to provide
documentation for your employer.
